Who/What is a Pagan?

Pagan (from Latin) means ‘country dweller’
Heathen (from German) means ‘dweller on the
heath’.

In the past, these words were used to refer to
anyone who followed an older set of beliefs.

Nowadays the words Pagan and Heathen have been
reclaimed and are used in a positive way by modern-
day Pagans who are of many different religious and
spiritual walks of life.

Paganism is not a singular or uniform belief system.
It is a term with a broad application and can cover
a number of different belief systems, including
Druidry, Wicca, Witchcraft, Goddess-worship plus
many others.

Being Pagan means a belief in the cycles of nature.
Paganism is often referred to as being earth-based.
It is positive and life-affi rming. The use of spells or
magick in Paganism reflects this healthy attitude.

A General Rule of Thumb

* Not all Pagans are Witches

* Not all Pagans are Wiccan
* Not all Pagans use Magick

Pagans are diversified

Pagans come from different backgrounds and from
all walks of life. Pagans are police offi cers, nurses,
doctors, lawyers, teachers, etc.

Paganism does not discriminate

Paganism DOES NOT discriminate according to
race, ethnicity, moral or religious creeds, sexual
orientation, etc. Paganism IS inclusive, tolerant and
non-proselytising.
